· The training period is 2 years, starting with the first course in January 2025.
· The number of candidates in the program is normally limited to 30. 
· EDIC exams passed give priority if the number of applications exceeds 30.
· If less than 15 applicants qualify, the program may be postponed for one year.
· Accepted candidates will be encouraged to sit for the EDIC 1 during the two-year program.
· An academic approach, based on Nordic intensive care medicine, will be applied to all topics. 
· Problem-oriented presentations, case discussions, hot topics, pro – con debates will be in focus. 
· Selected ICU projects must be presented in a Nordic congress with authors granted the registration fee.
Applications must include the following:
1. Application form complete and signed by the applicant and the head of department.
2. Curriculum vitae. 
3. Personal letter informing about the applicant’s motivation and expectations from the program.
4. Letter of recommendation from a superior documenting the applicant’s interest in and commitment to intensive care medicine.
5. Suggested clinical rotation in different ICUs during the two-years training period.
6. ICU project proposal including an academic tutor. Define topic/title and design the project (background info, aim, hypothesis, methods and timetable (250-500 words plus references).
7. Proof of membership of a national body within the SSAI.
8. A recent picture of the applicant.
